This is the story of scroll
painters of Bengal. They
paint stories from epics and
mythologies on long
scrolls. They also depict
diverse themes like forest
conservation, ravages of
Tsunami or social menaces
like human trafficking. They
sing the stories as they
unfurl the scrolls to show
their paintings, usually five
to fifteen feetlong.

PATACHITRA

Till even a few decades back, the Patuas used to go from village to
village, singing Pater Gaan and showing the scrolls in return for alms.
In today's fast paced lifestyle and razzmatazz of the world of
entertainment, leisurely listening to Pater Gaan is no longer in vogue.
Many Patuas thus started giving up painting. Only handful were
known and acclaimed by scholars and connoisseurs of folk art forms.

The Eastern Zonal Cultural Centre under the Ministry of Culture,
Government of India, has taken up a unique and ambitious initiative
of reviving and revitalizing performing folk art forms as means of
sustainable livelihood.The Departments of Panchayat and Rural
Development and Information and Cultural Affairs of the Government
of West Bengal are also partners in this initiative.
